Essay “hook” goes here. It can be a personal anecdote, rhetorical question (that you then answer), or it can be an attention grabbing statistic.

Depending on what your hook is you will begin to provide context for your argument. You may go from a general point about kid’s TV ads to something more specific about your theme (either minority representation or gender) OR you may go from specific to general. But eventually you need to develop something about your selected theme.

You may introduce your study here or in the first body paragraph before you use something from it.

About here on the page you will introduce O’Connor with a complete “In” or “According to” pattern using something that supports what you are writing about

Your thesis goes here at the end of your developed introduction. The formula is Thesis Statement =  Kid’s TV ads + theme (either minorities OR gender) + opinion 


Your first topic sentence (the P of the PIE) will go here and should be based on the formula: Topic Sentence = Kid’s TV ads  + theme + topic (stereotypes, roles or representation) + opinion.

YOU FIRST!!! Then here you will present evidence from your own study. Remember you need to DESCRIBE AND ANALYZE. That means you need to do detailed 3 or 4 line DESCRIPTIOINS of each example from your study that you use and then ANALYZE it right after the description. 

For the stereotype and roles paragraphs the descriptions and analysis will take at least this much space (or more).

Around here you will bring in support from the reading sources. Quotes, paraphrased support, examples from the reading etc. Use all three sources, O’Connor, the study and the video (if appropriate).

If this is your representation paragraph, the paragraph will be much shorter than the other two because you do not need to DESCRIBE ANYTHING. YOU WILL ONLY USE STATISTICS (NUMBERS) to support your topic sentence. Compile statistics from your study and organize them using the models in the reading study.

Around here you will bring in support from the reading sources. STATISTICS FROM THE READING STUDY, quotes, paraphrased support, examples from the reading etc. 

Here you need to do your E portion of the PIE.  To do this well, you need to develop your explanation argument into a minimum of 3 lines but more is better.


Here you will do your conclusion. Make sure you make your reader aware of the serious issues with regards to your argument. Your conclusion should answer the question of So What? You can also go to solutions in your conclusion. If you do that, make sure your solutions are well thought out and not simplistic. Your conclusion should be a minimum of one half page but more is better.
