Success and the “American Dream” Grade Sheet

Does the writer open with some interesting technique to orient the reader for what is to come?  Does she in some way define and/or relate her idea of success (or society's idea) to the myth of the classic "American Dream"?  

Is the thesis statement worded either too generally, too broadly, too narrowly, and does the writer take a perspective that includes her opinion.  

Are the body paragraphs all developed (at least two thirds of a page long) with adequate support in the form of argument and quotations.  Does the writer include the readings and statistics to support her claims.  And do they all have topic sentences related to and supporting the thesis?

Does the writer take on the opposing view somewhere in her essay?

Is the conclusion developed and does it take the argument to a new level in some interesting thoughtful way?

Has the writer proofread and revised the essay sufficiently and included her assigned sentence elements?
