Critique of Education System Grade Sheet

Does the writer open with some interesting technique to orient the reader for what is to come? Is the introduction at least two thirds of a page long.

Does the thesis statement make a claim that is well thought out and developed?  Is it worded too generally, too broadly, too narrowly, and does it take a perspective that includes the writers opinion?  An essay cannot pass without a thesis.

Do the body paragraphs have topic sentences related to and supporting the thesis?  Are they all developed (at least two thirds of a page long) with adequate support in the form of argument, quotations and/or paraphrased examples from the reading?  At the end of the paragraphs does the writer return to the topic sentence or thesis, explaining how the support relates to and establishes in some way her argument?

Does the writer comply with the requirements of the essay such as drawing in Gates and Chomsky’s ideas and at least two of the authors?  Does the writer define any terms that she uses (politics of identity and identification) in a clear and understandable way?

Is the conclusion thoughtful and developed?
