7.  Meeting all the required elements including the following:

1.  3 concession or opposition sentences (using although, even though, whereas, while) with emphasis correctly placed and punctuated properly.  Underline the subordinator only.

2.  3 noun phrase appositives (not just noun appositives) with correct punctuation.  Underline the appositive phrase only.

3.  1 noun phrase appositive with an adjective clause attached  (4 noun phrase appositives total underlined)

4.  3 adjective clauses with correct punctuation (paying attention to rules regarding restrictive and nonrestrictive clauses)
