Of course, population growth is not occurring uniformly over the face of the Earth.  Indeed, countries are divided rather neatly into two groups:  those with rapid growth rates, and those with relatively slow growth rates.    (Two sentence topic sentence)  The first group, making up about two-thirds of the world population, coincides closely with what are known as the “undeveloped countries” (UDCs).  The UDCs are not industrialized, tend to have inefficient agriculture, very small gross national products, high illiteracy rates and related problems.  That’s what UDCs are technically, but a short definition of undeveloped is “starving.”  Most Latin American, African, and Asian countries fall into this category.  The second group consists, in essence, of the “developed countries” (DCs).  DCs are modern, industrial nations, such as the United States, Canada, most European countries, Israel, Russia, Japan, and Australia.  Most people in these countries are adequately nourished.
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
